Our fuel consumption on the trip averaged 24,8 miles per gallon - 11,4
litres per 100 kms.

The car travels very comfortably, cruising at 100-120kph and with plenty
of power to climb the various mountain passes along the route.

The pleasure of travelling in our old Rover is amplified by the interest
and attention she captures wherever we go, with many folks fondly
remembering a Rover P4 owned by a family member in the past.
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
